
BLAZE PRAYER GUIDE  

WEEK 6: LIVING IN THE REALM OF FIRE
Life by the Spirit: 
“So I say, live by the Spirit, and you will not gratify the desires of 
the sinful nature.  For the sinful nature desires what is contrary 
to the Spirit, and the Spirit what is contrary to the sinful nature. 
They are in conflict with each other, so that you do not do what 
you want. But if you are led by the Spirit, you are not under law.  
The acts of the sinful nature are obvious: sexual immorality, 
impurity and debauchery; idolatry and witchcraft; hatred, dis‑
cord, jealousy, fits of rage, selfish ambition, dissensions, factions 
and envy; drunkenness, orgies, and the like. I warn you, as I did 
before, that those who live like this will not inherit the kingdom 
of God. But the fruit of the Spirit is love, joy, peace, patience, 
kindness, goodness, faithfulness, gentleness and self‑control. 
Against such things there is no law. Those who belong to Christ 
Jesus have crucified the sinful nature with its passions and 
desires. Since we live by the Spirit, let us keep in step with the 
Spirit.”  Galatians 5:16-25
 
DAY 1 
Psalm 68:35 declares “You are awesome, O God, in your sanc‑
tuary; the God of Israel gives power and strength to his people. 
Praise be to God! “

Today ask the Father to rain down His power and strength 
in your life this week.
 
DAY 2
Revelation 5:12  tells us, “In a loud voice they sang: “Worthy 
is the Lamb, who was slain, to receive power and wealth and 
wisdom and strength and  honor and glory and praise!” 

As you pray today, ask for a boldness to demonstrate 
the power God has given you as you have sought Him in 
prayer.
 
DAY 3
Revelation 5:13 says, “Then I heard every creature in heaven 
and on earth and under the earth and on the sea, and all that 
is in them, singing: “To him who sits on the throne and to the 
Lamb be praise and honor and glory and power, for ever and 
ever!” 

Today be still and meditate on this verse.  Allow your mind 
to think on the wonder and sovereignty of our God. 
 
DAY 4
Isaiah 61:3 tells us “To appoint unto them that mourn in Zion, 
to give unto them beauty for ashes, the oil of joy for mourning, 
the garment of praise for the spirit of heaviness; that they might 
be called trees of righteousness, the planting of the LORD, that 
he might be glorified. “

As you get dressed each day—
putting on the physical clothing 
garment—also choose to put on 
the spiritual garment of praise.
 
DAY 5
Galatians 5:16 says, “So I say, live by the Spirit, and you will not 
gratify the desires of the sinful nature.”

Yield yourself to live and walk in the Holy Spirit.   Ask the 
Holy Spirit to help you demonstrate His fruit in your life: 
love, joy, peace, patience, kindness, goodness, faithfulness, 
gentleness and self‑control.
 
DAY 6
Philippians 1:6 says, “being confident of this, that he who began 
a good work in you will carry it on to completion until the day of 
Christ Jesus.”

Ask the Lord to soften your heart and to continue working in 
your life so that He may bring it to completion. 
 
DAY 7
1 Thessalonians 5:16-24 tells us to “Be joyful always; pray 
continually; give thanks in all circumstances, for this is God’s will 
for you in Christ Jesus.  Do not put out the Spirit’s fire; do not treat 
prophecies with contempt. Test everything. Hold on to the good. 
Avoid every kind of evil.  May God himself, the God of peace, 
sanctify you through and through. May your whole spirit, soul and 
body be kept blameless at the coming of our Lord Jesus Christ. The 
one who calls you is faithful and he will do it.”

Wow!  This verse really covers it.  Commit yourself to pray 
continually. Offer your mind and your thoughts to the 
Lord as a living sacrifice so that your thoughts are on Him 
throughout your day.
